RACE DESCRIPTION:

The run will start in front of Pecos High School. The
runners will proceed to the campus exit and head in

The 5k
Run/Walk turnaround will be located on the hill as you
leave Pecos (near the rodeo grounds). The 10k Run
turnaround will be at the Pecos National Historical
Park. The runners will run once around the track to
finish the race.

The 10K Run is one of the most scenic and historic
routes in the country. The course will take runners
into the Pecos National Historical Park where there
are remains of a Pueblo and the weathered adobe
walls of a Spanish Mission built in the early 1600’s
which serves as a reminder of cultures that once exist-
ed. The historic Pecos Pueblo, originally called Cicuye,
is often referred to as the “Gateway to the Plains”
and is situated in the midst of the Sangre de Cristo
Mountains, Glorieta Mesa and Glorieta Pass. The area
has seen Pueblo and Plains Indians, Spanish Explorers
and Missionaries, Civil War Battles, and travelers of
the Old Santa Fe Trail.
